One of my favorite verses is Mathew 7:7-8 where Jesus says 
emphatically, òAsk and it will be given to you, seek and you will 
þnd, knock and the door will be opened to you. For everyone who 
asks receives; he who seeks þnds; and to him who knocks, the door 
will be opened.ó 

I havenõt always lived my life believing this. Trusting in God 
to provide is one of the hardest things we do as Christians. It is hard 
because, in addition to God blessing us, he also allows us to endure 
trials. We say, òI asked for this, and God has not delivered.ó I have 
learned (and I am still learning) that despite what we get or do not 
get from God ð God always delivers. 

God is a God who ACTS. òSince ancient times no one has 
heard, no ear has perceived, no eye has seen any God besides you, 
who acts on behalf of those who wait for himó (Is. 64:4). Knowing 
this about God ð that he has declared that he loves us and that he has 
demonstrated that he loves us - should compel us to put our beliefs 
into action. It is easy to talk about loving God; it is much harder to 
demonstrate our love for him. It is easy to talk about taking care 
of our fellow man; it is much harder to demonstrate this love in 
tangible ways. 

But we have hope. The Lord says that what is impossible 
with man is possible with God (Mt. 19:26). Only God can give us 
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
